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HIV/AIDS in Israel: Periodic Epidemiological Report 1981-2011

This document describes all individuals with HIVV/AIDS registered by the Ministry of Health, according to
WHO/UNAIDS definitions. The figures are based on individual notification, updated by comparing data with local
health departments, HIV laboratories, AIDS centers, and Health Maintenance Organizations. Between 1981 and
2011, 7,032 new cases of HIV/AIDS were notified. Subtracting fatalities and those who left Israel, 5,631
individuals are being registered as living with HIV/AIDS in Israel. Based on epidemiological trends among each

sub-group, we estimate that 7,873 individuals are presently living in Israel with the virus. In the year 2

011, 454

new cases were notified, and between the years 2007 and 2011, the average was 405 new cases. The incidence of

HIV/AIDS in Israel in 2011 was 58 new cases per million population (Israel Central Bureau of Statistic

s, 2011).

This incidence is lower than in most western European and North American countries; yet, differences exist in

Israel among different sub-population groups.

Harm reduction among Injecting Drug Users (IDU) — Highlights of the "lzhar" program:

In light of changes in drug use in Israel (from smoking to injecting) and an increase in HIV positive amo
in the late 1990's, the Ministry of Health (the Dep. of TB and AlDs and the Dep. of Addiction) together
National Anti-Drug Authority decided to initiate a Syringe Exchange Program, based on the principles

Reduction. In the last couple of years, a NGO ("Israeli AIDS Task Force") also contributed to this program.

The program runs in five cities: Tel Aviv, Jerusalem, Haifa, Beer Sheba and Ashdod. Those reache
program are welcomed with empathy and a non-judgmental attitude, appropriate for this type of weakene

d by the
d/hard to

reach population. A team of professionals and volunteers supply them with sterile syringes and paraphernalia,
condoms, warm beverages, food, clothes and a shower. These centers offer a bit of sanity and compassion to those

whose world is often filled with chaos and desperation. Such accepting approach later facilitates referral

to health

and welfare services, while dispensing syringes helps minimize the chances of infection with HIV, HBV and HCV.
In the last four years, about 4000 IDU's have acceded one of these centers and some 800 have been referred to
withdrawal/detox and/or Methadone (drug substitute) treatment programs. In addition to the humanitarian and
therapeutic importance of this program, we note a gradual decline in the absolute no. of HIV cases among IDU
(from 70 cases in 2004 to 42 in 2008, with the same no. up to 2011). These data suggest the importance of the
